SAFETY CORNER

(1) LEAD-BASED PAINTS: The Dangers of Exposure to Adults and Children during Renovation of Older Homes!

The increase in demand to provide
improved housing conditions has brought
about an increase in the number of renovations
of older houses. However. many of the pre-
1978 houses contain Lead-Based Paints (LBP)
and other sources of lead which could result
in exposing volunteers to lead dust when
conducting renovation activities.

I.ead is a naturally occurring. bluish/gray
metal. Lead was added to paint Lo increase its
durability and resistance 10 weather. Some
common housing components painted with
L.BP would include: windows. doors. soffitt/
fascia boards. and intcrior molding. Lead was
also added to other products. which can be
found in the house. Some examples would
include: plumbing solder. pigments in “old”
wallpaper. floor varnishes. certain mini-blinds,
and brass and bronzc fixtures.

Certain activities. like the demolition of
LBP building components, sawing or sanding
surfaces painted with LBP. tend to generate a
large amount of lead dust. More aggressive
activities. like sandblasting or the residue from
waler blasting LBP. can generate even larger
amounts of lead dust. Contractors involved
with these activities may be cxposed to the lead
dust by inhalation or ingestion if they do not
follow good work practices and good hygiene
procedures. Children may be exposed 1o lead
dust if they are near the work site or if the
contractor brings the lead dust home on their
clothing. Children, especially under six ycars
of age. are at the greatest risk 1o lead exposure.
This is because children more readily absorb
lcad into their bodies than adults do
Depending upon the amount of Iead ingested
and how long the child has been exposed, the
child could suffer permanent damage.

Before renovating a pre-1978 house and
potentially disturbing possible sources of lead.
ask the property owner/manager if a lead
survey is available. If a lead survey is not
available. then one should be conducted prior
to the renovation activity. A North Carolina
Certified Lead Inspector or Certified Risk
Assessor can only conduct this survey. If the
survey identifies the presence of lead in the
areas to be disturbed. then the lead must be
addressed first. If a lead hazard is identified
then certified lead workers and lead
supervisors may be necessary.

(2) ASBESTOS EXPOSURE DURING RENOVATION and DECONSTRUCTION OF OLDER HOMES!

The increase in demand Lo provide
improved housing conditions has brought
about an increase in the number of renovations
of older houses. Many of these houses may
contain asbestos containing Building Materials
(ACBM) which could result in exposing
remodeling contractors and home owners (0
asbestos fibers when conducting these
activities.

Asbestos is a naturally occurring mineral
composed of easily inhaled fibers. This
mineral was added to over three thousand
different building materials and can be found
in homes.

Asbestos containing products include:
insulation on boilers. steam pipes. water pipes.
and HVAC ducts: cementitious siding or roof
shingles: ceiling tile (all forms); asphalt and
fell roofing applications: wallboard and joint
compound; sprayed-on or trowelled -on
surface materials located on walls or ceilings;
floor tiles and sheet vinyl floor coverings; etc.

Inhaling asbestos fibers can increase the
risk of health problems such as (1) lung cancer;
(2) mesothelioma, which is a cancer of the
lining of the chest or abdominal cavity; and
(3) asbestosis, or scarring of the lung tissue.

Before renovating an older house and
potentially disturbing ACBM, ask the property
owner/manager if an asbestos survey is
available. If an asbestos survey is not
available. then one should be conducted prior
to starting the renovation activity. A North
Carolina Accredited Asbestos Inspector can
only conduct this survey. If the asbestos survey
identifies ACBM in the areas to be disturbed,
then asbestos accredited individuals must first
address the ACBM.
