Bruce Davis, Building Science Specialist

Recognized by his peers and his audience for
groundbreaking work in applied building science,
Bruce Davis contributes locally and nationally
through consulting, publications, conferences,
workshops, training courses, on-site investigations,
and small group or one-on-one field training.

After fourteen years of delivering energy conservation, remodeling and new construction services in
Arkansas, Davis joined Advanced Energy to help develop its Duct Diagnostics and Repair School,
which is now recognized as a leader in building performance diagnostics and technical training. His
early research on the impacts of duct leakage and repair and his introduction of pressure pans as a
duct system diagnostic tool are recognized as milestones in applied building science. Areas of
specialty in which Davis has published nationally and internationally as well as presented conference
papers and training, include combustion safety, hazards of carbon monoxide pollution, causes of
building failure, building problems such as moisture and insulation issues, air pressure imbalances,
infiltration and blower door measurement, energy recovery ventilation, and thermal retrofit
techniques.

Davis began to study and test for potential carbon monoxide hazards in 1987. In 1988 he published
his report, Air Quality Concerns of Weatherized Homes in Arkansas, as part of the materials used in
training Arkansas weatherization professionals. In the report, Davis introduced the results of his
measurements that pointed toward gas ranges as a major contributor of carbon monoxide pollution in
houses. A year later, he published additional test data in Mother Hen, Chicks, and Combustion Safety
(Southern Comfort, Building Science for the Southeast Newsletter, Fall, 1989). Working with several
colleagues, Davis continues to share his knowledge and concerns on this subject by providing how-to
and overview workshops at energy and air quality conferences and by consulting on policy issues.

Davis, with BA and MA degrees from the University of Arkansas, joined Advanced Energy in 1992.
He is one of the lead trainers for the Duct School and a senior diagnostician for Advanced Energy’s
building diagnostics program.

In addition to his work at Advanced Energy, Davis’s experience includes managing residential
programs and building research and providing training, consulting, performance testing and
improvements at Home Comfort in Fayetteville, Arkansas. There he published a study measuring air
leakage in forced air distribution systems and actual savings from system-sealing procedures. For
eleven years Davis was housing director for the Economic Opportunity Agency in Fayetteville,
Arkansas. There he coordinated and administered the operation of Weatherization, Housing
Rehabilitation, Self-Help Weatherization and Farmers Home Administration Housing Repair Grants.

McFarland also served as Energy Programs Director for a
community action agency, with responsibility for the development and administration of all energy
conservation programs for this nonprofit organization. He served as Vice Chairman of a community
development corporation that was involved in residential and commercial building renovations.
