DID YOU KNOW THAT?

North Carolina has been commited to
providing adequate, affordable shelter to all residents.
Through programs like Community Development
Block Grant funding, help has been made available
to communities that want to improve their housing
stock. With the implementation of state-wide
standards, uniform quality can be assured
throughout the state.

For over a year, members of the North
Carolina Housing Rehabilitation Advisory
Committee have worked to develop housing
rehabilatation standards. These standards are now
ready to be used to set minimum acceptable
conditionss for the rehabilitation of housing assisted
under the States Small Cities Development Block
Grant Program.

Effective March 1, 1998, standards for
housing rehabilitation will go into effect for all
projects that have not gone out to bid by that date.
These standards will be used in conjunction with the
North Carolina Residential Building Code and local
minimum housing codes: they will exceed the
minimum requirements of Section 8 housing
Quality Standards.

With home repair manuals and
do it Yourself books, you can perform
much of the necessary upkeep on your
home-including plumbing and electrical
repairs.

The advice of your
neighborhood hardware store or lumber
company professional can help determine
what repairs need to be done and what
tools and materials are required.

You can always be prepared to
“do it yourself” around your home if you
assemble a set of basic tools. If your tool
kit contains the following, you’ll be ready
to tackle most simple home repairs:

SAFETY CORNER -- FIRE SAFETY IN HIGH-RISE BUILDINGS

High-rise office, apartment, and
condominium buildings present special
firesafety problems and
considerations. Strict
local fire construction
codes ensure that high-
rises are designed to
minimize the likehood of
a major fire. Yet office
fires do happen
(approximately 6000 in
the U.S. each year) and
residential fires are even more common.

BUILDING SAFETY

Modern high-rise buildings are designed
with numerous firesafety features. To save
lives and
minimilize
property
damage, it is
essential that
your office,
apartment, or
condo
building’s
firesafety features be respected and
maintained.

Alarms, Emergency Lightning, and

Sprinkler Systems:

At home or at work, know who is
responsible for maintaining smoke
detectors, emergency lightning, and
automatic spinkler systems, and make sure
that nothing is blocking or otherwise
interfering with the proper operation of such
devices. Report any sign of damage or
malfunction to building management.

Exits

Never lock fire exits, or block doorways,
halls, or stairways. keep “fire doors” closed
to slow the spread of smoke or. fire. Never
prop fire doors open.

BE PREPARED

How you react in a fire depends on how

well you’ve prepared.
a) Learn your
building’s evacuation
plans. At work,
encourage your
managers to hold
regular fire drills. Be
sure your building

manager posts evacuation plans in high-
traffic areas, such as the lobby. make sure
everyone living in your apartment or condo
knows where to go if the alarm sounds, and
practice your escape route together. Decide
on a meeting place where you can gather
after leaving the building.

b) Leamn the sound of your building’s fire
alarm.

c) know at least two exits from every
room at home and at work.

d) At work, count the number of desks
or doors between your work station and the
two nearest fire exits. At home, count the
doors between your living unit and the two
nearest building exits. In a fire, you may
have to escape in the dark by feeling your
way along the wall.

e) At work, if you have a di%ability that
could delay your escape, let someone in
authority know about it, and be sure there
is a plan to assist you.

f) Know the location of your building’s
fire alarms, and learn how to use them.

g) Post emergency fire department
numbers near all telephones.

IN THE EVENT OF FIRE

Proper evacuation procedures in high-
rise buildings are similar to those for fires
in other buildings, but the large number of
people who may be evacuating
simultaneously and the additional time it
may take to escape from upper floors makes
cooperation and precision all the more
important.

a) When you discover a fire, sound the
fire alarm, and call the fire department.

b) If you can hear instructions coming
over your building’s public address system,
listen carefully, and do as you’re told.

c) Leave the fire area quickly, following
your building’s evacuation plan and closing
all doors behind you to slow the spread of
fire and smoke. Some building evacuation
plans may require you to go to a “‘safe area”
inside the building to wait for the fire
department to supervise evacuation. Unless
doing so puts you in immediate danger,
follow your building’s evacuation plan to
the letter. If you encounter smoke or flame,
use your alternate escape route.

d) Crawl low under smoke. Heat and
smoke rise; cleaner air will be near the floor.

e) Test doors before you open them.
Kneeling or crouching at the door, reach up
as high as you can and touch the door, the
knob, and the space betewwn the door and
its frame with the back of your hand. If the
door is cool, brace your shoulder against it,
open it cautiously and continue.

f) Never use an elavator when evacuating
a burning
pPN\building.
Always go
directly to the
nearest fire-

and-smoke-free stairwell.

g) Once outside the building, stay out of
the way of fire fighters. Tell the fire
department if anyone is left in the building
and do not re-enter the building until you
are told you may.

IF YOU ARE TRAPPED

a) Stay calm and take steps to protect
yourself.

b) If there is a working phone, call the
fire department emergency number and tell
the dispatcher where you are. Do this even
if you can see fire trucks on the street below.

c) Stay where rescuers can see you
through the window and wave a light-
colored cloth to attract their attention.

d) If possible, open the window at the top
and bottom. Be ready to shut the window
quickly if smoke rushes in.

e) Stuff clothing, towels, or newspapers
around the cracks in doors to keep smoke
out of your refuge.

f) Be patient.

the rescue of
occupants of a
high-rise
building could

take several hours.
PORTABLE FIRE
EXTINGUISHERS
Most portable extinguishers are
appropriate for only small, contained fires,
such as a fire in a wastebasket. Some will
not work on grease fires or eletrical fires.
Never attempt to fight even a small fire
